	Officer’s Padgett’s cell is 704.777.0211; and his email is dpadgett@cmpd.org - this should be used to inform Officer Padgett about concerns in the community; not to be used as a replacement for 911.

	1. On December 19, there has been one burglary in the Anthem community. It occurred on Silabert Avenue. The resident’s back door was kicked in.  Time is unknown. The incident was reported in the afternoon.  No suspects.
2. In the last 40 days, 12/1/08 – 1/13/09, the incident above is the only criminal occurrence in Anthem.
3. However -- Auto Larceny is up in the last 2 weeks; there have been 6 in last week on Monroe Road.  Thieves are using bricks to break the window. They are stealing cell phones, GPS, MP3s & other items left in view.  Remove items from your car.

4. For your safety, there are several precautions you can take:

a. Install a double cylinder deadbolt on your doors.

b. Install 2” screws in the door jam to solidly reinforce your doors. If you have ¾” screws which are commonly use, they should be replaced with 2” screws.

c. Keep laptops, flat screen tv’s out of view from windows and doors of your home.  Thieves can be in and out of your home with these items in 30 seconds.

d. Security Survey:  Officer Padgett or another Officer will come to your home to evaluate and make safety suggestions to your home.  You may email them to set up a survey of your home.

	Urban Cost Share Program: met with Leslie Vandenherik & Mary Stauble today on issue of pet waste and interest in the program. Our community is the first to inquire for assistance and they would like our community to be a ‘model’.  They may also be able to assist us in the future with intrusive foliage as well.  The requirements to participate in the Urban Cost Share Program are: 
a. Program will reimburse 75% or up to $3k maximum for materials and cost of signs, bags and waste receptacles.  These can be purchased through Parks & Recreation or on community’s own.

b. Must commit to a 5 year contract.  UCS will approve installation and monitor use. Community has 30 days to comply if you are found not to be in compliance of the program.  If you do not respond, 30 days to pay back USC at a pro-rated cost.

c. The Board of Urban Cost will meet in 2 weeks and let us know if our application has been approved for participation.

-Wade would like to propose an Environmental Committee to include responsibilities of pet waste disposal and landscaping.
